Curriculum provision

We want our school curriculum to help all students to:-

The Curriculum

In line with the UK Early Years Foundation Stage Curriculum, there are three prime areas and
four specific areas of learning. The prime areas are crucial to child development and learning,
igniting children’s curiosity and enthusiasm for learning, and forming relationships

e Communication and Language — listening and attention, understanding and speaking

e Personal, Social and Emotional Development — making relationships, sense of self and
understanding emotions

e Physical Development —moving and handling, health and self-care

The specific areas for learning:

e Literacy —reading and writing

e Mathematics — comparison, counting, cardinality, composition, spatial awareness,
shape, pattern and measures

e Understanding the World — people and communities, the world, and technology

o Expressive Arts and Design — being imaginative and expressive and creating with
materials

The literacy based subjects follow the UK based Read, Write Inc scheme (Red Ditty books 1-10,
set 1 and 2) and for KG Letters and Sounds.
The mathematics curriculum is derived from the White Rose maths scheme.

The curriculum is also supported with lessons in Arabic, Islamic Studies and the Quran, as set by
the Ministry of Education and Higher Education.
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Themed focus weeks

The curriculum is taught through various topics throughout the year. The topics are chosen to
inspire learning and creativity, develop knowledge in specific areas, and to develop and
improve English language skills. All topics are linked to the EYFS Outcomes.

Lesson Breakdown

All lessons are approximately 45 minutes in duration, which is age appropriate for children in
Early Years. Each subject uses learning through play as its medium, with the emphases being a
combination of child initiated and adult-led interactive activities, creativity and exploration,
positive relationships, and independence.

The seven areas of learning: are taught through various activities within a topic and with the
addition of individual lessons for maths, phonics, Arabic, the Quran and Islamic Studies.
